I asked my son 
how we can be the salt, he looked confused and said, “Salt is bad for you.” Before he took his idea of the   
reading away I quickly reminded him that salt makes things taste nicer; makes good things last longer and 
helps to cleanse (salt water).  That helped the discussion.  How can we be ‘salt’ this week?

Public Health Nurses 
  
Public Health Nurses (PHN) are Registered Nurses who specialise in child and family health. They are employed by the Canter-
bury District Health Board and provide a free and confidential health service for children aged 5 – 18 years. All schools in Can-
terbury have a PHN assigned to their school to assist children, parents/caregivers and teachers with health concerns, resources 
or information.  Your designated Public Health Nurse is Hazel Fernandez. 
  
If you are worried about your child’s health you can contact the PHN Service yourself or a referral can be made (with your permis-
sion) by school staff or your GP. Common referrals to the PHN service may include - allergies and anaphylaxis, wetting, soiling, 
head lice, uncontrolled medical conditions (e.g. epilepsy, diabetes, medication, asthma), eating/nutrition, hygiene, skin conditions 
(e.g. eczema, scabies), puberty/sexuality/sexual health, and emotional issues (e.g. significant changes in behaviour at home, 
grief and loss, friendships/relationships). 
  
Public Health Nurses are able to meet with parents/caregivers at home, school or work to provide health support, assessment, 
advice and to coordinate family health, school or support services if required.
